Still to come is the second
equalization payment of $89,000. In the April council, there will be a
recommendation made to council to transfer, from the Operating Reserve,
$85,000. With the adjustments still to be made, it is expected to show some
operating deficit.

* Poetry Event — This year’s event is planned, and now the committee is already
planning next year’s event.

« 50" Anniversary of Oxford Frozen Foods — Saturday, July 28, 2018 is the
planned event.

¢ When we upgrade our entrance signs, we need to update them to “The Wild
Blueberry Capital of Canada”, also the highway sign needs to be updated to
reflect that.

¢ Parking Issues — parking for the downtown businesses is an issue. To resolve
this putting up more 1 hour parking signs.
