1. EMO - Sinkhole Mike tohnson from EMO presented to Council the details of the sinkhole

Keys points of the presentation were:

e July 28, 2018 was the first recorded sighting of a small sinkhole

* August 22, 2018 - Mike Johnson was aware of the sinkhole

* August 23, 2018 — EMO, Dept of Energy & Mines, and Dept. of Lands &

Forestry were on site

s Amy Tizzard and her colleague Denise came on site to take measurements of

the sinkhole and also the cracks in the pavement that are visible around

the sinkhole. A record is being kept.

» A couple of specialist were in: Irving Oil and Glenn Bursey with Fracflow.

* It was thought that the ground penetration radar may not be very effective at

our sinkhole site.

* We need to know what the geology is underneath the parking lot at the Lion’s

Centre.

« Looking at applying to the National Disaster Fund

» Have been dealing with traffic control and media releases

*The loss of the Lion’s building and parkland is a big loss to the Lion’s and the

community.

» Looking at installing a fence to go from water’s edge to water’s edge.

» DNR may have a chain link fence that could be available for use.

» The sinkhole is located on the Lions Club’s property and the insurance

company says this was an act of God and that the Lion’s are not covered for

that.

« The Lions Club property is situated on a part of the Windsor Group — gypsum

soft rock area.

« We will need to cover our costs through the reserves

« Need to secure the site tonight and cover the cost of security.

+ Safety measure have been put in place for those working at the sinkhole site.
